Jewelry, hats, caps, head bands and sweat bands shall not be allowed. Finger and toe nails
shall be short and neatly trimmed. Contestants who present themselves incorrectly
dressed will be given one minute in which to remedy the situation.
> All contestants must perform Okinawan or Japanese Kata.
> Every competitor has the choice to repeat their kata or perform a different kata each
round.
> All kata divisions will be judged by utilizing the Flag System.

Only traditional weapons: Bo, Sai, Tonfa, Eku, Kama, Jo are allowed.
NO NUNCHAKU OR SWINGING OF KAMA (SICKLES) BY STRINGS WILL BE
PERMITTED.

AAU modified rules. No contact is permitted to the head, face, neck or groin. Two
minutes (running time) 3-Point System will be utilized (no half points “wizari” only full
points “ippon”.)

SOLEBURY SCHOOL LOCATION AND DIRECTIONS

Solebury School's 90-acre campus is located at 6832 Phillips Mill Road two and
one-half miles north of New Hope, in Bucks County, Pennsylvania 18938.

From New York:

Take the New Jersey Turnpike South to Rt. 78 West, to Rt. 287 South, to Rt. 202
South (at Somerville). Stay on 202, cross the Delaware River Toll Bridge, and
take the New Hope Exit. Turn left onto Rt. 32 North towards Easton. Take the
second left onto Phillips Mill Rd. Solebury School entrance is 1.4 miles on the
left.

From Philadelphia:

Take 1-95 North to Exit 51, (New Hope). Turn left at stop sign. Continue straight
and follow signs to Rt. 32 North, and turn left towards New Hope. Stay on 32
through New Hope, pass under the 202 overpass. Take second left onto Phillips
Mill Road. Solebury School entrance is 1.4 miles on the left.

From PA Turnpike, NE Extension:

Take the Quakertown Exit, follow Rt. 313 East to Rt. 202 North in Doylestown.
Follow 202 North to New Hope Exit onto Rt. 32 North. Pass under the 202
overpass and take the second left onto Phillips Mill Rd. Solebury School entrance
is 1.4 miles on the left.

From PA Turnpike & West:

Take Exit 27 and Rt. 611 North to Rt. 202 North to New Hope Exit onto Rt. 32
North. Pass under the 202 overpass and take the second left onto Phillips Mill
Rd. Solebury School entrance is 1.4 miles on the left.
